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If you are facing homelessness upon being released
from prison or a Youth Detention Centre, there are a
number of options available to you.

Local Services

Local probation offices offer housing and rehabilitation
advice for prisoners serving their sentence in London or
Hertfordshire. They may also be able to provide tempo-

rary accommodation.
