The Inspector waws considering a housing scheme in the Green belt where housing need was at issue and was undertaking a Green Belt balance.

She attributed very substantial weight for the provision of both market and affordable housing; substantial weight for self and custom-build housing; significant weight for economic benefits; moderate weight for biodiversity net gain, the provision of land for the primary school, the package of sustainable transport measures, the mobility hub, and significant levels of accessible open space; limited weight to enhanced access to the countryside, the enrichment of blue/green infrastructure, and sustainable building measures.  Having weighted these other considerations and noted the lack of a five-year housing land supply the Inspector dismissed the appeal.
