The Appeal is relevant because it is a Decision involving the proposed residential development very close and opposite the present Appeal Site in the Green Belt in the St Albans District and addressed the key issue of harm to the openness of the Green Belt as well as the character of Lye Lane.

With regard to the character of Lye Lane the Inspector noted:

“Lye Lane is a narrow country lane lacking in street lighting and footways. Along parts of the lane the canopies of existing trees and hedgerows on either side extend across the carriageway and meet overhead. These qualities give the lane a rural, wooded character, despite road noise from the nearby M25 and North Orbital Road.”
